NOW COMES the Juvenile, by and through his attorney, and requests this Honorable Court enter an Order allowing him to go enter onto the premises of [SCHOOL] to view and inspect the alleged scene of the [OFFENSE] alleged in the above captioned petition. The Juvenile’s right to a fair hearing and adjudication under the United States and North Carolina Constitutions as provided by In re Gault: 387 U.S. 1, 18 L. Ed. 2d 527, 87 S. Ct. 1428 (1967), In re Burris, 275 N.C. 517; 169 S.E.2d 879; aff’d. 403 U.S. 528, 29 L. Ed. 2d 647, 91 S.Ct. 1976 (1971).  In further support of this Motion the Juvenile shows unto the Court:

1. The Juvenile was petitioned on [DATE] for the offense(s) of [OFFENSE(s)}.

2. On [DATE] the Juvenile filed  a Motion and Oder to Compel discovery required by 
N.C. Gen. Stat. §§ 7B-2300-2303.

3.. The State has provided with some discovery material in this matter.  

4.. However, upon information and belief and upon review of the information provided to counsel at this time, there is potential evidence at [SCHOOL] that is essential to a full understanding of the events alleged to have occurred on [DATE] which are material as they may tend to exonerate the juvenile of the allegations in the Petition.

5. This potential evidence can best be collected through a physical walkthrough, inspection, and photographing of the areas in question including the location where the alleged offense occurred and the location where the interrogation of the Juvenile was conducted.

6. This entry and inspection can be accomplished with minimal disruption to the educational process at [SCHOOL] and this minimal disruption is significantly outweighed by the need for accurate fact finding.

7. At this time it would greatly assist counsel if the court could request that [SCHOOL] allow access to juvenile’s counsel to perform the inspections as described.

WHEREFORE, the Juvenile requests the Court to issue an Order requesting [SCHOOL] to provide Juvenile’s Counsel with the opportunity to enter, inspect, and photograph the premises of [SCHOOL] where the alleged [OFFENSE] and interrogation occurred.
