NOW COMES the Juvenile, by and through his attorney, and requests this Honorable Court for an order to transfer venue in the above-captioned matter from [   ] County, North Carolina to [   ] County, North Carolina.  The Juvenile contends that the dispositional hearing, currently scheduled for [DATE], in [   ] County, should be conducted in [   ] County where he now resides. 

In support thereof, the juvenile shows the following:

1. The Juvenile is fifteen years old and is in the custody of the [COUNTY DEPARTMENT OF SOCIAL SERVICES].
2. The Juvenile admitted to the charge of [CHARGE] on [DATE], in juvenile court in [COUNTY].  The incident occurred in [   ] County, and at the time of adjudication the Juvenile lived with his grandmother in [COUNTY]. 
3. Disposition has been scheduled for [DATE], in [TIME] Juvenile Court. 

4. Since [DATE], the Juvenile has lived in [COUNTY] with his foster parents, Mr. and Mrs. [   ].  The Juvenile is enrolled in the [County school system], he attends [SCHOOL], and he does not intend to return to [COUNTY] to re-establish residency.  

5. The North Carolina Supreme Court has stated that “'[r]esidence' simply indicates a person's actual place of abode, whether permanent or temporary . . . .”  Sheffield v. Walker, 231 N.C. 556, 559, 58 S.E.2d 356, 359 (1950).
6. Because the Juvenile currently lives in [COUNTY], is enrolled in the [SCHOOL SYSTEM], and has no intention to return to [COUNTY], he resides in [COUNTY].

7. A Juvenile who is a resident of a county different from the county where the disposition of a case is occurring, may file a motion requesting the court to transfer the disposition to the court in the county where he resides.  N.C. Gen. Stat. § 7B-1800(3).


WHEREFORE, the Juvenile respectfully moves this Court for an order directing that venue in the above-captioned matter be transferred from [COUNTY] to [COUNTY] and that the dispositional hearing be conducted in [LOCATION, COUNTY].
