COMMITMENT

	1. custody of juvenile to home/custodian/DSS
	Any Level 1 disposition may be imposed but at least one of the following must be imposed:
	1. Youth Development Center not less than 6 months

	2. alternative schooling

(or excuse from compulsory schooling)
	1. wilderness program 
	*court may impose a Level 2 disposition if it submits written findings of extraordinary needs of the juvenile

	3. community based/substance abuse/residential or nonresidential treatment up to 12 months
(not to exceed 12 months)
	2. placement in resident treatment/intensive nonresidential treatment/intensive substance abuse or non-State group home

	4. restitution up to $500

(payable within 12 months)
	3. intensive probation

	5. fine
	4. supervised day program

	6. community service up to 100 hours
(not to exceed 12 months)
	5. regimented training program

	7. victim-offender reconciliation program
	6. house arrest

	8. probation (NOT REQUIRED -just one of several options)
	7. suspend a more severe disposition with conditions

	9. driver’s license not issued

(DMV is notified)
	8. detention up to 14 24-hour periods

	10. curfew
	9. residential placement in a State multipurpose group home

	11. not associate with persons/places
	10. restitution more than $500

(payable within 12 months)

	*court may impose a Level 3 disposition if the juvenile has previously received a Level 3 disposition in a prior juvenile action


CONDITIONS OF PROBATION
N.C.G.S. §7B-2510

1) Remain on good behavior

2) Not violate any laws

3) Not violate any reasonable & lawful rule of parent/guardian/custodian

4) Attend school regularly

5) Maintain passing grades in up to 4 classes, meet w/JCC & school to make a plan for how to maintain passing grades

6) Not associate with specified persons or be in specified places

7) Refrain from us or possession of controlled substances & alcohol, submit to random drug screens

8) Abide by curfew if imposed
9) Submit to warrantless searches at reasonable times (NOTE: this should be by JCC only; not all law enforcement)

10) Possess no firearm, explosive device or other deadly weapon (consider whether your client hunts)

11) Report to JCC as often as required by JCC

12) Make specified financial restitution or pay fine in accordance with 7B-2506(4),(5), & (22)

13) Be regularly employed if not attending school

14) Satisfy any other conditions determined appropriate by court

DISCRETIONARY CONDITIONS:
ALL other conditions (except these) imposed by the judge can’t be left in the discretion of the JCC or “treatment team” to be imposed “if deemed necessary” ( In re Hartsock, 158 N.C. App. 287; and In re SRS, 180 N.C. App. 151)

Judge can leave these in discretion of JCC (to be imposed without returning to court):

a) Perform up to 20 hours of community service

b) Submit to substance abuse monitoring & treatment

c) Participate in life skills or educational skills program

These two ONLY in Level 2 dispositions:

a) Cooperate with electronic monitoring

b) Cooperate with intensive probation
